The JCB JS145 also benefits from a Tier 111 compliant engine, which offers up to 25% more power, whilst the engines boast a 12% reduction in fuel consumption and a 5dB(A) drop in noise emissions.  The Advanced Management System (AMS) allows the operator to fine tune the machine to the individual application, giving the benefit of maximum productivity and optimum fuel efficiency. The excavators were purchased from Watling JCB, a specialist company which provides high performance, environmentally-friendly machines designed to carry out a wide range of water-related activities.
